Tickets are $150 each, a maximum 20,000 tickets will be sold.  In addition to the grand prize, there are over 400 cash and merchandise prizes including bonus drawings for multiple ticket purchasers.  The Grand Prize drawing will be held at noon on Saturday, November 6 at the Ocean Institute in Dana Point.
“The home raffle has produced hundreds of winners while raising funds that benefits the 110,000 school children the Ocean Institute serves every year,” Goggin commented.
