Coral reefs are the rainforests of the ocean, and they are in big trouble.  Join Talbot to learn about coral reefs and create your own artistic interpretation of one during this hands-on art workshop.  
With brush, pen or pencil in hand, you will dive into the colorful world of coral, tropical reef fishes and amazing invertebrates that make up the reef community.  From clown fishes and their anemones to pistol shrimp and their symbiotic gobies, learn how interconnected and competitive the coral reef is as you discover how to create your own artistic masterpiece.  Karen’s firsthand experience as a surfer, diver, marine aquarist, and artist will inspire your exploration of the tropical reefs, and your art will go on to inspire others to explore, appreciate and conserve our precious reefs.  Children will work side-by-side with the artist to see firsthand how these animals’ amazing adaptations make them both fun to draw as well as to observe.

The cost is $16, or two children for $26 (parents must accompany children during the art session).  Includes admission to the Institute for one adult and one child and all art materials.
